u MSO will follow established District attendance protocols and procedures 
as defined in School Board Policy, 5200 ðAttendance. Parents and 
students are responsible for attendance which shall be required of all 
students during the days and hours that school is in session.

u While enrolled in My School Online, students are expected to:

u Log into live sessions with their teachers each and every scheduled school 
day.

u Attend online class as scheduled.

u Be prepared to start online classes on time.

u Demonstrate appropriate digital citizenship behavior while online .

u Have your cameras on for attendance.

u Wear your school polo shirt (Royal Blue or Burgundy) when attending 
a live session with your teacher.



SCHOOL ATTENDANCE/TARDY

u Daily school attendance will be taken every scheduled school day during the 

studentsõ first class of the day and/or the first period of the day.

u Students will be counted in attendance if they log into the live sessions with 

their teachers.
